Sailing and Racing programs (one-week sessions):

The Sailing and Racing programs are held Monday to Friday each week for youth ages 8-17.

All sailors must complete a minimum swimming requirement of 50 yards. We recommend completing this
requirement with the lifeguard on duty before the first day of the program.

Programming will be held from 8:30 am to 4:30 pm with a 1-hour break for lunch. You may drop off after 8:00am
and pick up MUST be by 5:00pm. Sailors must bring their own lunch.

The children will learn beginning, intermediate, and advanced techniques in Optimist (dinghies), 420s, and very
occasionally, JY-15’s. The Racing group is introduced to inter-club competition (where they travel with volunteer
parents and instructors to other yacht clubs for racing). We will have an Opti Racing Team and a 420 racing team!
Regattas and special events will occur throughout the season. All sailors may progress to a more advanced level
upon recommendation of the instructors, and approval of the Sailing Director(s).

"Half Sail - Half Onshore" Program - We plan to implement an optional program where the youngest sailors can
spend half the day on the water sailing, and the other half day joining the Recreation Program. Note that we can only
do this, and join this Recreation program during their period of operation (11 July - 19 August). This Half-Half
program is only open to kids ages 8-9 years. Parents/Guardians indicate their preference in their applications.

Parents/Guardians are required to sign their children in and out when dropping them off in the morning and picking
them up in the afternoon. Please allow time in your schedule to make sure this administration gets done. It is vital
our staff know when children are on site, and where they are at all times!

Enrollment to the Sailing Program will be limited and is on a first-come-first-served basis. Your place will be
reserved upon payment. Fees for Sailing or Racing programs are $195 per week (members) and $275 per week
(non-members) for 1-week sessions, non-refundable.

Payment and EARLY registration for the programs MUST be received at the downtown office (IYC, 309
Third Street, Ithaca, NY 14850) BY THE WEDNESDAY PRIOR TO THE WEEK OF ENROLLMENT.

LATE registration for Youth Sailing is subject to a surcharge of $30.

Enrollment Procedure:

Payment and registration for the sessions MUST be received at the downtown office (IYC, 309 Third Street,
Ithaca, NY 14850) BY THE WEDNESDAY PRIOR TO THE WEEK OF ENROLLMENT.
This is a necessary policy for us to operate effectively, and is well aligned with other programs.

Member’s annual dues must be paid in full to register for the summer programs as a member.

Vaccination records must be on file BEFORE a child can participate in any program! Please understand that this
requirement comes from the County Health Department and is mandatory.

An application must be completed for each child. This form is an on-going record of each child’s participation in
the program. As such, the Club would like to know in advance in which session(s) each child is likely to enroll.
However, changes inevitably occur. The Club must know about changes as soon as possible to facilitate proper
staffing for the upcoming week.

Enrollment and fees (non-refundable) are based on full sessions. No partial-week enrollments will be accepted,
although a child may choose not to attend all days.

° RASH GUARDS tops can be bought quite inexpensively and are the perfect
undergarment in chilly conditions.

° SAILING SMOCK (waterproof wind breaker) - outer garment to take on the boats.

° SHORTS

We would like sailors to be kitted out properly so that they do not need to come
ashore because of getting cold, or inappropriate clothing. We want to avoid
disruption to the sailing instruction on account of this, AND we want kids to be
happy, cozy and warm!!
